6. API specification and API version number maintenance in CP-183210 was discussed with the following conclusions and actions:

c. No planned LS Reply to SA5 as the conclusions are also presented to SA Plenary and documented in the meeting report.

7. Handling of expired JSON Schema related Internet-Drafts was discussed with the following conclusions:

a. For those drafts that will progress to RFC or are reactivated in IETF, the TSs will still refer to that active IETF work.

b. For those drafts that will not further progress in IETF, MCC will check any possible IPR issues in storing IETF obsolete drafts in the 3GPP server and refer to them from 3GPP TSs.

8. In order to follow SA request to reduce the amount of WG meetings to 6 meetings per year, and based on the received feedback from the companies on the preferred meeting to be cancelled it was agreed:

a. To cancel CTx meeting in June. Our CT3#104 meeting is cancelled.

b. To have a regular planning of 6 meetings per year for 2020.

9. In order to give more time for WGs to generate draft TSs, identify corrections and apply Working Agreements if needed, it was agreed that WG chairs should plan the meetings in a way that there are at least 2 weeks before the Plenary. Exceptions should be discussed at CT Plenary level.
