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1. Overall Description:

CT3 has become aware of LS S1-040719 “Clarification of charging requirements for SCUDIF”, which has been sent from SA1 to SA2. As CT3 has the stage 2 responsibility for SCUDIF, CT3 believes it is necessary to study this issue in CT3.

SA1 stated in the LS: “SA1 expects that it will be possible in this case to collect CDRs from the party who modifies the call.” (This seems to refer for instance to a user-initiated service change from speech to multimedia).
CT3 has concerns that a change of the charged party during the call might complicate the implementation of the charging system, in particular for prepaid charging. Furthermore, inter-operator accounting might also become more complicated.

CT3 would like to point out the initiator of a SCUDIF call has the possibility to reject a service change from speech to multimedia initiated by the callee during the call. 
CT3 kindly asks SA1 to answer to the following question:

1. Is there a requirement for the network to enable a charging of the callee, if it initiates a service change from Speech to Multimedia?
2. Are there particular requirements for charging if a service change from multimedia to speech occurs during the call.

CT3 is currently working on the network-initiated service change from multimedia to speech at the loss of resources and the subsequent network-initiated service change from speech to multimedia at the recovery of resources. These network-initiated service changes might again require a change of the charged party.
In this CT3 kindly asks SA1 to answer to the following question:

3. Is there a requirement for the network to enable a change of the charged party at network-initiated service change from Multimedia to Speech, e.g if Multimedia has been initiated by the callee by a service change during the ongoing call?

4. Is there a requirement for the network to enable a change of the charged party at network-initiated service change from Speech to Multimedia, e.g if Multimedia has been initiated by the callee by a service change during the ongoing call?

5. Is a network​-initiated service change from Speech to Multimedia during the call allowed without a previous network​-initiated service change from Multimedia to Speech. Are there a particulat charging requirements for such a network​-initiated service change from Speech to Multimedia?
