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Dear delegates,

Here are some brief notes from last week's  CT#28 plenary from a CT3 perspective:

· Our new Terms of Reference was approved, see CP-050030.

· CT was happy to see that all the three Rel-6 extensions that had been granted to CT3, were now completed.

· In principle, the CRs agreed at CN3#36 were approved. But please see specific comments to some of the CRs in the  bullets below

· CR on default value for data compression in TS27.001 (C3-050363, with mirrors in C3-050364, C3-050365, C3-050405) was revised to CP-050211 (and mirrors in CP-050251, CP-050242, CP-050243). A minor rewording was required to improve the text.

· CR on Transparent data call request in dual mode case (C3-050432): The CR was revised by Nokia/Qualcomm/Vodafone and approved as CP-050209. The related CT1 CR to 24.008 was also revised.

· CR on Gmb Trace functionality was approved together with CT4 CR on the condition that the related CRs from SA5 are approved by the SA plenary.

· Regarding the four (Gx, Rx, Gq, Gmb) CRs on the proposed use of the Auth-Application-Id AVP: The CRs were approved. However, CT4 will review the related LS from CT3 early in their next meeting. Should CT4 ask for a different solution, CT3 may be prepared to create another set of CRs at our London meeting. Hopefully, this will not be necessary, but you may want to inform your CT4 colleagues about the background for these CRs before the  meeting.

· The CR on removing subsessions from Gx-over-Gy was approved but some companies challenged the solution, preferring to have the same solution for Gx and Gx-over-Gy. I believe the first meeting to consider this will be the SA5 meeting in July.  Please read the official output from the SA plenary carefully and make the necessary investigations together with your SA5 colleagues. I think we must now finally conclude e.g. if subsessions simply add unnecessary complexity or if they actually can provide useful functionality for Rel-6 (and even for the new PCC architecture in Rel-7?)  -  taking both Gy and Gx requirements into account.

· CT now considers Rel-6 as frozen. I.e. we need to consider the "Consequences if not approved" field carefully for Rel-6 CRs from now on, and preferably avoid non-essential CRs

· As a general advice on writing CRs, we should try to avoid very generic titles, such as "Various corrections". E.g. it may be very useful to have  relevant terms included in the title when searching in the Revision History of TS's.

·  As reported from the previous plenary, CT3 has  inherited  TS27.010 and TR27.901 from T2. This time CT agreed to give us additional T2 specifications. See quotes from CP-050169 below motivating this. I do not expect that this will add very much to our workload.

"2. Videotex and Teletex

TR 03.43 “Support of Videotex” and TR 03.44 “Support of Teletex in a GSM PLMN” are allocated to CT1. These reports describe scenarios how these teleservices can be provided in a PLMN. These descriptions have close relation to the provision of these services in the fixed network and interworking considerations are very important. Although both of the TRs are dormant and not upgraded to newer releases, we think that CT3 should be responsible for these TRs.

3. Facsimile

CT3 is already responsible for some specification for facsimile: TS 43.045 (and 03.34) “Fax Gr.3 transparent” and TS 23.146 (and 03.46) “Fax Gr.3 non-transparent”. So, CT3 should also become responsible for TR 22.945: Study of provision of fax service in GSM and UMTS. Although classified by T2 as dormant, this TR shows some alternatives for the provision of facsimile services beside the circuit switched variants and should be maintained in future."
