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The following mail was distributed on the CT3 email list  on Dec. 5, 2006:
Dear CT3 delegates,

Please enjoy the following highlights from the recent CT#34 plenary:

1. TR 29.863 was approved

2. If we cannot come to an agreement on where to terminate the H.245 protocol (IMS-MIW) at CT3#43 in February we should prepare the plenary to make a decision.

3. All CRs were approved unchanged,  with one exception: C3-060645. In this CR the following statement was removed because the issues are still not decided in CT1: "The way the MGCF discovers that it is an emergency call can be based on received signalling information, e.g. a Priority header with the value set to “emergency”, or based on local policy (e.g. number analysis)."
Please see the approved version in CP-060734 (attached).
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4. The three areas of responsibilities wrt. SAE as identified in our reply LS to SA, C3-060870, will be added as separate lines in the 3GPP Work Plan.

5. TISPAN and 3GPP have agreed to keep separate (but identical) specifications for the IMS supplementary services for the time being.

6. The impact on CT3 specifications has been removed from the CT4 WID on the Mp interface.  We have discussed this in previous CT3 meetings although such a change has not been formally endorsed by CT3. If anyone now has discovered an impact on CT3 from this WI, please raise your voice on the CT3 mailing list.

7. At CT3#43 in February we should remove CT3 from WIDs where a CT3 impact has not been identified/confirmed. Otherwise, CT3 is likely to be removed from these WIDs by default at the next plenary.

8. We should try to make an early decision on an extra meeting scheduled e.g. in April 2007 due to the long processing times for visa applications in certain cases.

9. At the February meeting, CT3#43, we need to prepare exemption sheets for the WIs that cannot be completed before the March plenary.

10. In the "Clauses affected" field on the CR cover page, we must list each individual, affected subclause, not only the high level main clause.
