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1 Introduction

This paper discusses whether the H.245 session should be ended at first when a call is released.

2 Discussions
The H.324 protocol has defined the Call release procedure for H.324 terminal as following:
A terminal wishing to terminate a call shall first initiate session end procedure described in phase F.

It describes definitely that any H.324 terminal wishing to terminate a call shall end the H.245 session firstly.
For the multimedia interworking, the interworking node is communicated with the H.324 terminal in peer-to-peer mode, so the interworking node shall comply with the H.324 protocol. When the interworking node or IMS side initiates a Call release procedure, the H.245 session should be ended firstly, otherwise the message flow would be different from the flow of call release procedure initiated by the H.324 terminal. 
Furthermore, if the interworking node releases a call directly and does not initiate the H.245 session end procedure firstly, whether the call can be normally released in the H.324 terminal will depend on the implementation.
So the H.245 session procedure may be initiated at first in the call release.
3 Proposal

It is proposed that the H.245 session end procedure may be initiated at first in the call release. The CR C3-07xxxx is proposed to update the TR 29.863.
