1. Overall Description:

MBMS Session Duration attribute is assigned by BM-SC and is sent across Gi, Gn, Iu and Gb interfaces. 

· The latest version (December 2006) of the 3GPP TS 29.061 defines the MBMS Session Duration attribute as a 32 bit unsigned integer containing a value in seconds. 3GPP TS 29.061 does not put any restriction on the value range. 

· The latest version (December 2006) of the 3GPP TS 29.060 defines the MBMS Session Duration IE as a transparent contained, which is 4 octets long.
· The latest version (December 2006) of the 3GPP TS 25.413 defines the MBMS Session Duration as a 3 octets long parameter that has a specific coding. 
· The latest version (December 2006) of the 3GPP TS 44.060 defines the MBMS Session Duration as a 1 octets long parameter that has a specific coding, which is different from RANAP spec encoding.
C4 has conditionally agreed CR0647-TS29.060 (C4-070197) and CR0648-TS29.060 (C4-070198) pending C3 decision on the matter.
C3 has discussed R6 and R7 CR0212-TS29.061 (C3-070082) and CR0213-TS29.061 (C3-070082) that proposed aligning TMGI coding to 3GPP TS 25.413. 
C3 decided to not to change MBMS Session Duration attribute definition and coding and the CRs to 3GPP TS 29.061 were withdrawn. The reason for the decision was that any change would become backward incompatible either with 3GPP TS 44.060, or 3GPP TS 25.413, or both. Therefore, probably the MBMS Session Duration attribute format conversion should be performed across Iu and Gb interfaces.
