6.1.3.1
Answering routing information query


The IP-SM-GW shall answer the routing information query which is received from the HSS/HLR as described in 3GPP TS 24.341 [5], suclause 5.3.3.3.
6.1.3.2
Querying of routing information


To retrieve the routing information needed for routing the translated short message(s) to the servicing MSC or SGSN, the IP-SM-GW shall send the MAP-SEND-ROUTING-INFO-FOR-SM message to HLR/HSS as described in 3GPP TS 29.002 [8] with the following information: 

a)
Invoke Id. The value of Invoke-ID parameter shall be set in accordance with 3GPP TS 29.002 [8].
b)
MSISDN. The value of MSISDN parameter shall be set to the address of the associated SIP MESSAGE receiver retrieved as part of the subscriber data from the HSS at registration by the IP-SM-GW
c)
SM-RP-PRI. The value of SM-RP-PRI parameter shall be set in accordance with 3GPP TS 29.002 [8].
d)
Service Centre Address. The value of Service Centre Address shall be set to the address of the IP-SM-GW.

e)
SM-RP-MTI. The value of SM-RP-MTI parameter shall be set to 0 (SMS Deliver).

f)
SM-RP-SMEA. The value of the SM-RP-SMEA parameter shall be set based on the value of the P-Asserted-Identity header in the instant message as long as the P-Asserted-Identity header contains a E.164 address
g)
GPRS Support Indicator. The value of SM-RP-PRI parameter shall be set in accordance with 3GPP TS 29.002 [8].
Note:
If no E.164 address is present in the P-Asserted-Identity header, the value of the SM-RP-SMEA parameter will be implementation dependant.
