	About scenario of the partial interworking from Instant Message to Short Message, it only descrided that

“For service level interworking of Instant Message to Short Message, only text content type as per 3GPP TS 26.141 [17] shall be supported. If an Instant Message contains other media, the IP-SM-GW shall remove the unsupported content.

Based on Operator policy the IP-SM-GW may insert text warning the receiver that non-text content has been removed from the message.”
It will bring the following problems:

1.Incorrect user experiece of the IM sender. The originator will misunderstand that the complete Instant Message was received, even maybe the content of other media, such as the picture, is the key content that  the sender wants to send to the receiver.
2.Unnecessary warning information for receiver. Because the warning information means nothing for the receiver, he couldn’t do anything for that.

And the user will be told only text interworking will be supported, when he subscribes the MESSIW services. So if the IM sender wants to send some text and a picture to CS/PS user, but he only subscribes the MESSIW service, then it will very reasonable that he got the 488 (Not Acceptable Here) response. So it is proposed that partial interworking shall be removed.
