Allocation-Retention-Priority AVP (All access types)

The Allocation-Retention-Priority AVP (AVP code 1034) is of type Grouped, and it is used to indicate the priority of allocation and retention, the pre-emption capability and pre-emption vulnerability for the SDF if provided within the QoS-Information-AVP or for the EPS default bearer if provided within the Default-EPS-Bearer-QoS AVP.

NOTE: 
The Priority-Level AVP of the default bearer will be set to a sufficiently high level of priority to minimize the risk for unexpected PDN disconnection or UE detach from the network according to operator specific policies.
NOTE:
For the emergency APN, the PCRF may set the Priority-Level of the PCC rules to a value that is reserved for emergency services. And the configuration for the values of the Pre-emption-Capability and the Pre-emption-Vulnerability is depended on the policy of the operator.
