Functional requirements for solutions 
Functional requirement  #x:  It shall be possible to terminate bearer services ‘gracefully’, if a related PCRF session is required but cannot be handled due to PCRF failure . ‘Graceful’ means that active  bearer services are kept, up to an operator configurable maximum time; as soon as they become idle, bearer services are terminated.
Note: the definition of “idle” and “active” status of bearers is different from corresponding UE states on NAS signaling or RRC levels.
