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	The Flow-Description AVP is currently specified in 3GPP TS 29.214 to define the information contained within a packet flow using the IPFilterRule format, as defined in RFC 3588. The restrictions that apply to this AVP with regards to IPFilterRule type are also listed.
The Flow-Description AVP is currently being used in Gx and Gxx reference points, and thus 3GPP TS 29.212 refers to 3GPP TS 29.214 for the usage of the AVP.
However, the restrictions in the IPFilterRule format applicable to Rx reference point are not the same restrictions that apply to Gx and Gxx reference points. For example, the keyword “assigned” shall not be used in Rx reference point and is allowed in Gx and Gxx reference points. Allowed usage of port ranges in Gx and Gxx is another example.

Flow-Description AVP

The Flow-Description AVP (AVP code 507) is of type IPFilterRule, and defines a packet filter for an IP flow with the following information:

-
Direction (in or out). The direction "in" refers to uplink IP flows, and the direction "out" refers to downlink IP flows.
-
Source and destination IP address (possibly masked).

-
Protocol.

-
Source and destination port.

The IPFilterRule type shall be used over Rx interface with the following restrictions:
-
The Source Port may be omitted to indicate that any source port is allowed. Lists or ranges shall not be used.
-
Only the Action "permit" shall be used.

-
No "options" shall be used.

-
The invert modifier "!" for addresses shall not be used.

-
The keyword "assigned" shall not be used.
NOTE:
For TCP protocol, destination port may also be omitted.
If any of these restrictions is not observed by the AF, the server shall send an error response to the AF containing the Experimental-Result-Code AVP with value FILTER_RESTRICTIONS. 
For the Rx interface, the Flow description AVP shall be used to describe a single IP flow.
