This value indicates that the PCEF sends a credit re-authorization request to the OCS when the UE enters/leaves/accesses via a CSG cell.
CHANGE_CSG_SUBSCRIBED_HYBRID_CELL (1)

This value indicates that the PCEF sends a credit re-authorization request to the OCS when the UE enters/leaves/accesses via a hybrid cell in which the subscriber is a CSG member.
CHANGE_CSG_UNSUBSCRIBED_HYBRID_CELL (2)


This value indicates that the PCEF sends a credit re-authorization request to the OCS when the UE enters/leaves/accesses via a hybrid cell in which the subscriber is not a CSG member.
