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1. Overall Description:

CT3 thanks ETSI TC INT for their LS regarding the Feedback from 3rd ETSI IMS Interoperability Event.  

CT3 would like to inform ETSI TC INT that TS 29.163 contains improved supplementary service interworking procedures from Rel-8 onwards. CT3 considers the Rel-8 version stable and would like to suggest that this version is used for testing the interoperability of supplementary services.

CT3 would welcome feedback on any discovered interoperability issues related to TS 29.163 where ETSI TC INT believes clarifications or corrections in the standard are desirable.

As for the intention to TC INT to extend the 4th IMS Interoperability event to examine TS 29.165, CT3 would like to update ETSI TC INT with the status of 29.165 after the CT3#57 meeting (22nd – 26th February).  

The objective of TS 29.165 is to address the Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface (II-NNI) consisting of Ici and Izi reference points between IMS networks in order to support end-to-end service interoperability. The document will address the issues related to control plane signalling (3GPP usage of SIP and SDP protocols, required SIP headers) as well as other interconnecting aspects like security, numbering/naming/addressing and user plane issues as transport protocol, media and codecs actually covered in a widespread set of 3GPP specifications. A profiling of the Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface (II-NNI) is also provided.
The Rel-9 version of TS 29.165 completes and improves the Rel-8 version in order to make it more useful for an operator as an II-NNI reference specification. In particular two brand new aspects are added in this version:

· study of the major capabilities to be supported over the II-NNI (section 6.1.3);
· Supplementary services associated with the IMS multimedia telephony communication service.
CT3 completed work on the Rel-9 version of TS 29.165 at the present meeting. An updated version 9.3.0 incorporating the agreed changes will be available at http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/latest/Rel-9/29_series/ around the beginning of April.

With those updates, both the Rel-8 and Rel-9 versions can be considered as stable and can be used for testing. However CT3 suggests that:
· Rel-8 version can be used for testing the II-NNI profile for a basic IMS service;

· Rel-9 version offers the possibility to test a more accurate IMS service (e.g. by evaluating supplementary services).
