Selection of restoration scheme
Clients and PCRFs may possibly support one or more restoration schemes or no restoration scheme at all. The supported features mechanism, already in use in the current PCC technical specifications, may be used for indicating the support of a restoration scheme or restoration schemes between the clients and PCRF in cases where a restoration scheme is applicable. 
The PCRF may select a restoration scheme during the exchange of the supported features indication with the client(s), or the PCRF may select a restoration scheme (from among the schemes indicated to be supported during the session establishment between the clients and PCRF) later for example when the support indication from all related clients is available. The later selection may be required for solutions where several clients may participate in the restoration and the PCRF shall know whether all related clients support the particular scheme. 
The PCRF may select the restoration scheme to be applied based on the failure mechanism. 
Depending on the selected restoration scheme and on the clients and/or network element(s) involved in the usage of the selected restoration scheme, the PCRF may indicate the scheme to the related clients or network elements within the exchange of the supported features indication or later after the selection of the scheme or within a message exchange indicating a failure/restart upon which the restoration scheme is to be applied.
