Justification *

This WID follows the II-NNI WID, which had for a goal to complete the major capabilities on NNI, and help operators to adopt common procedures and syntax to avoid inter-operability issues. The performed work helped in the interpretations of the TS24.229 in the interconnection context, by the definition of the capabilities, expressed by listing relevant RFCs, which are mandatory or optional to support over the II-NNI.  Still, the II-NNI profile will need to be improved due to evolutions in Release-10 specifications, and in parallel, due to real life deployments of IMS and SIP based IMS.
 Further work is necessary to establish a more detailed SIP profile on Interconnection interface between two operators, which would include the recommendation of support of certain parameters in SIP headers.
The specification TS24.173 and TS22.173 provide the list of “supplementary services” in addition to simple telephony service. The list of those services is already present in TS29.165, however the services are not grouped into classes. The definition of such classes could help to provide easy interconnection modes. The current experience show, that some operators do not provide all scope of “supplementary services”, which is not obligatory, but in some cases may have a negative impact on the interconnection interface and make the interconnection impossible due to security issues, regulatory requirements or the end-to-end character of service. It would help the interconnection agreements based on standardised classes of service.
The last point, following the work on Rel-9 is the completion of the TS29.165 section about SIP/SDP protocol, procedures and media profile at the II-NNI, some content specification are necessary, e.g  handling of different parameters of SDP, or note about the support of other bodies than SDP. In some cases the transparency on the some SDP parameters between operators is necessary.
4
Objective *

This work item will continue the improvement of the TS29.165, following operational experience. It will facilitate its use for operators, as an II-NNI reference specification. It will list several parameters in the SIP headers.
Second objective is the grouping of existing “supplementary services” (according to definitions in specification TS24.173 and TS22.173) into classes on NNI. This view from a functional level would help in the implementation of these services and explain also the delivery of those on NNI. The view the services in groups could help to see the level of interconnection without confusion combinations. Definition of such classes would allow grouping the interconnection issues and avoid the repetitiveness of problems to be managed by operators, for several services that would have the same SIP headers requirements.

The last point is the completion of the TS29.165 section about SIP/SDP protocol, procedures and media profile at the II-NNI (e.g handling of different parameters of SDP, or possible support of other bodies than SDP). In some cases the transparency on some SDP parameters between operators may be required.
