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After the previous CT Plenary meeting the following mail was distributed via the CT3 mailing list:

Dear all,

Last weeks plenary gave the following result:

1) TS 29.079 (OMR) was approved

2) Our two new WIDs (CIIC_ES, SAPP-CT3) were approved. For CIIC_ES, the fourth supporting company, CATR, was added during the plenary.

3) All 4 exception sheets were approved (NIMTC, CIIC_ES, NNI_DV, ECSRAA_LAA-CN). In addition, we reported that informative examples are expected to be added to TS 29.079 (OMR).

4) Our CRs on "Bearer Control Mode for Multiple PDN Connections" (C3-110361, C3-110362) were NOT approved. This was in accordance with an email exchange on the CT3 exploder before the plenary. The CRs had been conditionally agreed in CT3, and according to the reply LS from SA2 (S2-111237), the condition was not fulfilled. We should revise these CRs at our Tallinn meeting to align with the reply LS.

5) All our other CRs were approved without any technical changes. See the sub-items below, though:

     5a) C3-110547, CR titled "Add the USER CSG Information AVP in the RAA command" had to be revised before approval since the cover page referred to 29.212 rather than 29.215.

     5b) C3-110701, CR titled "Some editorial corrections for sponsored data connectivity" had to be revised before approval since the cover page referred to version 10.0.0 rather than 10.1.0.

     5c) A number of CRs had the wrong date (year!) on the cover page. Let us avoid this at the next meeting....

8) We are recommended to review our ToR in the near future.

All in all, a very positive plenary from CT3 point of view. The CT Chairman thanked all WGs for the hard hard work that had been made towards the freezing of Rel-10. It was the impression that stage 3 had been finished on time with relatively few and minor exceptions compared to some previous releases.

Needless to say, in Tallinn we should aim to deal with all the exceptions for Rel-10.
