Spending Limits procedures over Sy reference point

4.5.w
Initial Spending Limit Report Request
The PCRF shall send, via the Sy reference point, an AAR command to create a new Sy session in the following conditions:

1) At IP-CAN session establishment, when no active Sy session exists for the subscriber, and the policy decision for the IP-CAN session depends on information from the OCS.

2) During an IP-CAN session, when no active Sy session exists for the subscriber, and the PCRF determines that the policy of the subscriber now depends on information from the OCS

The AAR command shall include an Add-Policy-Counter-Monitor AVP, optionally includig list of Policy-Counter-Identifier AVPs to indicate the specific policy counters to be reported. An empty Add-Policy-Counter-Monitor AVP indicates that all policy counters defined at the OCS for the subscriber shall be reported.

The OCS shall respond with an AAA command, including a Spending-Limit-Report AVP, indicating the current policy counter status of the requested policy counters;

· shall, for the lifetime of the Sy session, report policy counter status changes according to clause 4.5.z.

4.5.x
Intermediate Spending Limit Report Request
The PCRF may send an AAR command for an existing Sy session if it determines that the policy for an associated Gx session depends on the status of a policy counter that the PCRF does not currently monitor, or if the policy no longer depends on the status of a policy counter the PCRF currently monitors.

The AAR command contains an Add-Policy-Counter-Monitor AVP for each policy counter the policy is now dependent on, and contains a Remove-Policy-Counter-Monitor AVP for each policy counter the policy is no longer dependent on.

The OCS responds with an AAA command, containing a Spending-Limit-Report AVP for each Add-Policy-Counter-Monitor AVP in the AAR command.

The OCS will not trigger the Spending Limit Report procedure for each policy counter indicated in the Remove-Policy-Counter-Monitor AVP(s).

4.5.y
Final Spending Limit Report Request
When the last IP-CAN session for a subscriber terminates, the PCRF shall send an STR command to the OCS indicating to the OCS that monitoring of the status of policy counters is no longer required.

The OCS responds with an STA command.

The STR/STA command exchange terminates the Sy session.
4.5.z
Spending Limit Report
If a monitored policy counter status changes during the lifetime of the Sy session, the OCS shall send an RAR command. The report shall contain the Spending-Limit-Report AVP for each policy counter where the status has changed and may contain the Spending-Limit-Report AVP for all the monitored policy counter statuses.

The PCRF

shall evaluate the need for a policy decision;

shall enforce any new policy decisions due to the policy counter status change;

-
shall respond to the OCS with an RAA command.
