4.4.1
PCRF

The Policy Control and Charging Rules Function (PCRF) is a functional element used for  policy control decision and flow based charging control . The PCRF may use Spending Limit Reports as input to its policy decision. 

The PCRF may request per-subscriber Spending Limit Reports from the OCS using the Initial Spending Limit Report Request procedure. The PCRF may modifyl the content of a requested Spending Limit Report using the Intermediate Spending Limit Report Request procedure. The Final Spending Limit Report Request obtains a final Spending Limit Report and stops the reporting function.

4.4.2
OCS

The Online Charging System (OCS) is defined  in 3GPP TS 32.296 [X]. For the purpose of policy decisions based on the user's spending controls the OCS shall maintain policy parameters (e.g., spending limit counters) applicable to a subscriber. Reporting of policy parameters to the PCRF is performed by the OCS using Subscription Limits Reports.
