Initial Spending Limit Report Request

The PCRF carries out this procedure by sending a SNR command in order  to:

· request a subscriber’s  policy parameter status that is available at the OCS

·  subscribe to updates of these policy parameters by the OCS
The PCRF internal logic decides when to initiate this procedure and the corresponding actions based on its success or failure. 
The SNR command must include the Subs-Req-Type set to Subscribe.

The SNR command may  include one or more  Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs to indicate the specific policy parameters to be reported. If no Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs are provided by the PCRF then all policy parameters known to the OCS for the subscriber must be reported.

The OCS shall respond with an SNA command, including a Spending-Limit-Report AVPs for the requested policy parameters.

Intermediate Spending Limit Report Request
The PCRF may send a  SNR command to modify  (add or remove parameters)   the set of currently subscribed policy conunters.

The SNR command may  include one or more  Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs to indicate the specific policy parameters to be reported. If no Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs are provided by the PCRF then all policy parameters known to the OCS for the subscriber must be reported

The SNR command must include the Subs-Req-Type set to Subscribe
The OCS shall respond with an SNA   command, including a Spending-Limit-Report AVPs for the requested policy parameters.

Final Spending Limit Report Request
The PCRF can terminate a subscription to policy parameter status notifications by sending a SNR command with the Subs-Req-Type set to Unsubscribe.The SNR command may  include one or more  Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs to indicate the specific policy parameters to be reported. If no Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs are provided by the PCRF then all policy parameters known to the OCS for the subscriber must be reported

The OCS responds with an SNA that includes the  final Spending Limit Report for the subscribed  list of  Policy-Parameter-Identifier AVPs. No further reports shall be issued.

4.5.z
Spending Limit Report
The OCS shall sent  A PNR command to the PCRF if  status  changes to subscribed  policy parameters occur.  The command shall contain the Policy-Parameter-Report AVP for each policy parameter where the status has changed. 

The PCRF shall respond to the OCS with a PNA and takes the information into account as input for a policy decision
