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1. Overall Description:

CT3 was considering proposals to clarify the SDP usage for UDI fallback in 3GPP TS 29.163. CT3 intends to align the SDP usage with ETSI TS 183 036 to achieve interoperability.

Unfortunately, ETSI TS 183 036 is less clear than desirable in this respect:
In Table 5.1.1.1.4-2 (Coding of SDP media description lines from BC/HLC to SIP) of ETSI TS 183 036, Note 4 states: "In case of receiving two BC elements and each shall be mapped to an m line."

This was interpreted by some readers in CT3 in such a way that an SDP offer from an Outgoing AGCF/VGW  for UDI fallback would contain two SDP m-lines, each containing a format corresponding to one of the BCs.

However, other readers believed that this Note meant to say that an SDP offer for UDI fallback would contain one SDP m-line with two formats, each corresponding to one of the BCs.
Annex B of ETSI TS 183 036 also describes an order of UDI fallback related codec formats in SDP, but does not directly state if those formats appear in one or several m-lines. Still, it was considered as a hint that an SDP offer for UDI fallback might contain one SDP m-line with two formats, each corresponding to one of the BCs.
2. Actions:

To ETSI TISPAN WG3 group.

ACTION: 
CT3 asks ETSI TISPAN WG3 to kindly inform CT3 if, according to the their interpretation of ETSI TS 183 036, an Outgoing AGCF/VGW  sends an SDP offer with one or two m-lines for UDI fallback. CT3 also asks ETSI TISPAN WG3 to kindly consider adding related clarifications to ETSI TS 183 036.
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
