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1. Overall Description:

ITU-T Q.4/13 is progressing work on the subject of interworking between PCC and RACF in Next Generation Networks. It is our understanding that ITU-T Q.4/13 has agreed to use Ri reference point in RACF and S9 or S9a reference point defined in 3GPP for the interworking between PCC and RACF. Appendix XI of the draft recommendation was provided for reference.

Q.4/13 has requested review and comment on the subject.

CT3 has briefly reviewed the referenced appendix and observed that there appears to be similarities to the joint work with Broadband Forum on converged policy control between broadband fixed access networks and wireless networks. Appendix XI of draft Recommendation ITU-T Y.2111 contains architecture and information flow scenarios that are similar in nature to the Broadband Access Interworking architecture definition currently in progress in 3GPP TSG/SA WG2.
