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1. Overall Description:

CT3 WG thanks ATIS ESIF group for extending the review time of the document ESIF-NGES-2011-029R2 giving CT3 the possibility to perform a proper review before approval of ESIF-NGES-2011-029.
The CT3 WG is responsible for specifying the interconnect requirements between operators referred to as the Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface (II-NNI). Those requirements are documented in 3GPP TS 29.165. 
The document ESIF-NGES-2011-029 also target requirements for interconnect between operators, however limited to the emergency service.

The review resulted in the following findings:

1) No reference to 3GPP TS 29.165 instead a reference to the 3GPP 24.229 annex A tables.
The header field table in 3GPP TS 29.165 are based on the header field tables in annex A of 3GPP TS 24.229 in a condensed form taking interconnect aspects into account e.g. trust/no trust etc.
2) The tables in ESIF-NGES-2011-029R2 specifies sending and receiving requirements.
The 3GPP TS 29.165 instead focus on whether header fields are expected to be sent over II-NNI since the sending/receiving requirements belongs to functional entities inside IMS.
3) Many header fields are missing in the 3GPP TS 24.229 header field table and the numbering of header fields is strange. In 3GPP TS 24.229 the numbers are local to a message, while in this document it looks like there is some global numbering.
4) The profile documents the SIP INVITE, the other SIP methods supported on the interface need to be documented. 
The 3GPP TS 29.165 describe each message, with the interconnect aspect, in annex B.

Attach to this response an update of ESIF-NGES-2011-029R2 is proposed taking some of the above findings into account.

The CT3 WG questions if the 3GPP TS 24.229 header field table is relevant in ESIF-NGES-2011-029R2. It is the CT3 WG opinion that the 3GPP TS 29.165 tables would be better since it focuses on the interconnect aspect.
