It has been found that any re-use of existing AVPs used by the OCS and already defined in other specifications handled by SA5 is not recommendted. 

Two candidates to be reused from TS 32.296 would be CounterID and CounterValue AVP,  that are a part of the Counter AVP. These two AVPs could have synergies with Policy-Counter-Identifier and Policy-Counter-Status AVPs, as currently specified in TS 29.219. As an example CounterValue AVP can be mentioned

CounterValue(Integer32) always only provides the real value of a counter but the proposed Policy-Counter-Status AVP is defined to contain the status of the counter and is defined as an UTF8 string. So both the purpose and the format of both AVPs are different.

With regards to CounterID AVP, since we are in a totally new context that introduces a list of new AVPs, we see no big benefit on reusing a unique AVP that defines an identifier. We see it more optimal to centralize all Sy related AVPs in the same specification in this case.
