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1. Overall Description:

In clause 9.1.0 of TS 23.060, it’s specified that 

““At most one PDP context associated with the same PDP address may exist at any time with no TFT assigned to it.”
In clause 9.2.0 of the same TS, it is specified that, for MS/NW mode:

“The MS shall not add a TFT to a PDP context that was established without a TFT”

This means that,for the MS-only mode, the MS may add a TFT in the PDP context that has no TFT at a later stage. However, questions are raised that:
a) In case of there’s only one PDP context, whether we allow the MS to add the TFT in the later stage for the MS-only mode or if there is any limitation in this case? E.g. is rejection of the Primary PDP Context procedure modification for adding a TFT, if only one PDP context exists considered in the Stage 2 specifications in some cases?
b) Whether the P-GW/PCEF would notify over Gx reference point for the Gn/Gp SGSN case the addition of new filters over the default bearer?

c) Considering that the PCRF could have provided PCC rules with a bearer binding to the default bearer previously, whether PCC rules are still applicable by the introduction of the new TFT or shall be removed and reported by the P-GW/PCEF as removed to the PCRF?
