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1. Overall Description
3GPP SA4 has progressed the work on specifying fixed clients and fixed-mobile interworking in 3GPP TS 26.114 and would like to inform about the current status. A draft version of the CR to TS 26.114 is attached. The latest version of TS 26.114 is found in: http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/archive/26_series/26.114/26114-c30.zip.
The current work has mainly focused on:

· Extending the scope and providing background information.

· Defining requirements and recommendations for fixed clients, see clause 18.
SA4 believes that these parts are fairly complete and would like to invite E2NA, TC NTECH and TC DECT to review the attached draft CR and provide feedback where so desired.

The current draft CR represent SA4’s view on suitable requirements and recommendations on fixed clients in order to provide efficient high-quality interworking between fixed clients and mobile (3GPP) clients. For some topics, SA4 have not yet reached a final view and the requirement/recommendation is still being discussed. These parts are enclosed in brackets ( [ ] ).
It is SA4’s intention to continue evolving the draft CR in the November meeting by, for example:
· Defining requirements and recommendations for the media handling in media gateways when interworking between fixed and mobile environments.

· Describing DTMF handling (Annex N).

· Providing SDP examples for the session negotiation (Annex O).

TS 26.114 includes information on text telephony but no information on text telephony is available in TISPAN specification. SA4 would like to request feedback if text telephony is relevant for fixed access terminals.
