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1. Overall Description:

CT3 kindly informs SA3 that CT3 started the normative work based on the "Study on XML based access of AF to the PCRF" at CT3 meeting #76bis. The normative work will be done under the title "Representational State Transfer (REST) reference point between Application Function (AF) and Protocol Converter (PC)", for which a new TS will be developed (see the attached new WID on "Representational State Transfer (REST) reference point between Application Function (AF) and Protocol Converter (PC)" agreed by CT3).
The latest available version of TR 29.817, which lists recommendations for an XML based access of AF to the PCRF in clause 11.4, is attached to the LS. CT3 finally decided to use XML as a language for the transport of the Rx application. Preliminary considerations on security were done in CT3 during the study phase (see TR 29.817, clause 9).
CT3 kindly proposes that security aspects should be handled by a building block on top of the attached CT3 WID.
