AF Session Modification Initiated by AF
This sub-clause describes the signalling flow for the AF session modification procedure through PC.
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Figure A.3.1: AF session modification initiated by AF

1. The AF sends the HTTP request to the PC including the SessionID IE and the corresponding Service Information within MCDes IE(s). UE identity, PDN information in the CSID IE and domain identity in the IPDID IE may be provided if available.
2. The PC converts the request to Diameter AAR command. The PC provides the Service Information to the PCRF by sending a Diameter AAR command for the Rx Diameter session.

3. The PCRF stores the received Service Information, identifies the affected established IP-CAN session(s) using the information previously received from the PCEF and the Service Information received from the PC, and sends a Diameter AAA command to the PC. 

4. The PC converts the Diameter AAA command and provides the HTTP response to the AF.
