If the BM-SC receives a MBMS session termination request initiated by MBMS GW, the BM‑SC shall send a Diameter GNR command to indicate the bearer status to GCS AS including the parameters as defined in sub-clause 5.3.4. The other actions which will trigger the MBMS bearer status indication procedure is not included in this specification.

The GCS AS responds to the BM‑SC with a Diameter GNA command. The Diameter session ends after the GNA command.
