4.4.1.x
Negotiation of transfer policy
Based on the SCS/AS request, the SCEF shall send Background-Data-Transfer-Request (BDTR) command including the SCEF-Transfer-Request- Type AVP with the value TRANSFER_POLICY_REQUEST(x), and it shall also include the ASP identifier within ASP-Id AVP, volume of data per UE within Data-Volume AVP, expected amount of UEs within UE-Amount AVP, desired time window within Time-Window AVP. The SCEF may provide network area information within Network-Area-Info AVP.
Once the PCRF receives the BDTR command, the PCRF shall determine one or more transfer policies and respond with a Background-Data-Transfer-Answer (BDTA) command including the possible transfer policies within Transfer-Policy AVP (s) and a reference ID within Reference-Id AVP. The Transfer-Policy AVP shall include Time-Window AVP, Rating-Group AVP. And it may include a Maximum-Aggregated-Bitrate AVP. If only one Transfer-Policy AVP is included in the BDTA, the PCRF shall store the reference ID together with the transfer policy and corresponding network area information if provided by SCEF in the SPR.
