5.2
Initialization, maintenance and termination of connection and session

For the one time reporting of network status, the Nt Diameter session shall consist of a single request and answer pair. The Nt Diameter session is terminated after each request and answer pair interaction. In order to indicate that the session state is not to be maintained, the Diameter client and server shall include the Auth-Session-State AVP with the value set to NO_STATE_MAINTAINED (1), in the request and in the answer messages (see IETF RFC 3588 [x]).
For the Continuous reporting of network status, the Diameter protocol between the RCAF and the SCEF, shall always keep the session state, and use the same Session-Id parameter for the lifetime of each Diameter session. Each Diameter session shall identify an Ns session. In order to indicate that the session state is to be maintained, the Diameter client and server shall not include the Auth-Session-State AVP, either in the request or in the response messages (see IETF RFC 3588 [3]).
