Continuous reporting of network status

This procedure shall be used by the RCAF to notify the SCEF the congestion status list for the location area requested by the SCEF when a least one of the following conditions applies:
-
a threshold is not provided and the congestion level is changed;
-
one or more thresholds are provided and the congestion level is accorss one threshold.
This procedure is mapped to Network-Status-Continuous-Report-Request/Answer commands specified in section 5.6.

If one or more thresholds are stored in the RCAF, and when the RCAF detects a change in the congestion level and this congestion level corresponds to one congestion threshold for the location area (e.g. set of cells or eNodeBs) requested by the SCEF, the RCAF shall send Network-Status-Continuous-Report-Request (NCR) command including SCEF reference ID within SCEF Reference-Id AVP and congestion level value within Network-Congestion-Area-Report AVP.
If no threshold is provide to the RCAF, and when the RCAF detects a change in the congestion level in location area (e.g. set of cells or eNodeBs) requested by the SCEF, the RCAF shall send Network-Status-Continuous-Report-Request (NCR) command including SCEF reference ID within SCEF Reference-Id AVP and congestion level value within Network-Congestion-Area-Report AVP.
The SCEF shall acknowledge the NCR command by sending Network-Status-Continuous-Report-Answer (NCA) command.
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
