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1. Overall Description:

SA6 would like to provide additional information as had been requested in following comment from LS S2-160911:

“SA WG2 asks SA WG6 to provide any use cases that may need to be taken into account to devise a solution from the PCC perspective consistent with the relevant MCPTT application architecture solution specified in 23.179 to avoid the risk that a bearer establishment request will be rejected if the maximum number of active bearers is exceeded.”

Generically, any situation in which applications have utilized bearers and mission critical applications request new bearers which are unavailable would describe a realistic use case related to the PCC enhancements being considered.
Specific examples where a bearer establishment request will be rejected if the maximum number of active bearers is exceeded include:

-
an MCPTT UE establishing an emergency or imminent peril call must succeed in all cases even when bearers are not available as they are already allocated;

-
a ProSe UE supporting UE-to-Network relay functionality when simultaneously providing relay functions on behalf of a number of UEs requiring separate bearers; and
-
an MCPTT UE that is also a VoLTE UE, whereby there are separate PDN connections for VoLTE and MCPTT related services, and possibly also a further PDN connection for general Internet access.
