It could be at cell level (CGI/ECGI) for GPRS/UTRAN/E-UTRAN, or (eNodeB-ID) eNodeB level, or (TAI/RAI) TA/RA level, or (PLMN-ID) PLMN-level, or TWAN identifier in TWAN access, or other formats e.g. shapes (e.g. polygons, circles etc.) or civic addresses (e.g. streets, districts etc.) or geographic co-ordinate (latitude, longitude) etc.

NOTE:
The exact definition of other formats such as shapes or civic addresses or geographic coordinate is left up to Stage 3.
Up to now, in 3GPP TS 29.122, only CGI_ECGI, ENODEB, TA_RA, PLMN are defined, it's proposed to defined other values to indicate the TWAN identifier, shapes, civic addresses and geographic co-ordinate.
