Figure 4.2.2.2.2-1 shows a scenario where the NF service consumer sends a request to the NWDAF to subscribe for event notifications on a specified network slice instance (see also 3GPP TS 23.502 [3] figure 4.19.1-1 step 1). The request contains a callback URI and the URI of the monitored resource.

The NF service consumer sends a POST request to the parent resource (collection of slices) (.../slices/{S-NSSAI}), to create a subscription as present in message body.

The NWDAF responds with "201 Created" with the message body containing a representation of the created subscription. The Location HTTP header shall contain the URI of the created subscription.
