Usage monitoring may be performed for service data flows associated with one or more PCC rules.

The provisioning of usage monitoring control per PCC rule shall be performed using the PCC rule provisioning procedure as defined in subclause 4.2.6.1. The referece to the "umDecs" attribute of the usage montoring control instace which is related with the PCC rule shall be included within the "refUmData" attribute of the "pccRules" attribute of the PCC rule(s) . Usage monitoring shall be activated both for service data flows associated with predefined PCC rules and dynamic PCC rules, including rules with deferred activation and/or deactivation times while those rules are active.
