1. Overall Description:

[bookmark: _Hlk116635868]3GPP CT4 agreed in Rel-18 to enable a SEPP to advertise an FQDN for its N32-f interface (C4-224633), and is discussing the possible option to advertise the IP addresses for its N32-f interface (C4-225387), during the N32-c Security Capability Negotiation Procedure, to be used by the peer SEPP for establishing the N32-f connection towards the former SEPP, if TLS security is used. 

CT4 expects the trailing part of the N32-f FQDN to be encoded with the Home Network Domain defined in TS 23.003 clause 28.2, e.g., "5gc.mnc<MNC>.mcc<MCC>.3gppnetwork.org" for a SEPP of a PLMN.

It was noted that GSMA specifications (e.g., IR.67) do not seem to describe the details of N32-f addressing. 

CT4 kindly asks GSMA NG and SA3 whether they have any comment on the above proposals and to consider possibly reflecting them in their own specifications if this is deemed appropriate.
