Alcatel: Seems some problems do exist with H.248.1 Seq Sig List but not as severe as suggested –for example the 16 announcements repeated 3 times can be achieved using 1 transaction with three sequential signal lists.

CT4 agreed that sequential signal lists is already supported.

--------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------

The stage 2 requirements for announcement handling in TS 23.205 define that announcements shall be supported in accordance with 23.078 for CAMEL applications. In 23.078 there are a number of IEs defining announcement properties and specifically in 4.6.3.3.2 there is an IE indicating sequence of announcements. In order to fulfill this requirement without introducing any time variation within the H.248.1 protocol the obvious mechanism is the sequential signal list descriptor. 

It has already be agreed in CT4 that Signal Lists are supported (as stated above) however the Q.1950 procedure inherited by this specification does not explicitly include the sequential signal lists as an option in the Media Content Insertion procedure (nor does it exclude it). 

In order to ensure that it is clear that this shall be supported within this prodedure an explicit statement is required in Mc specification.
