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Introduction

When GTP entity receives a message at a GTPv1/GTPv2 port, the Version field in the GTP header would clearly indicate which GTP version should be used for decoding the message. Therefore, strictly speaking the new values may be freely assigned to all GTPv2 Message Types.
On the other hand, it might be safer if GTPv2 message type values would not conflict with GTPv1 ones. There are plenty of unused values in GTPv1, which would allow a safer solution.
Proposal
This paper proposes to reserve message type value range 140-200 for GTPv2 and specify message type values for the GTP-C messages that are currently defined for S11 interface.
The following changes to TR 29.803v0.5.0 would implement the solution.
