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1. Overall Description:

3GPP CT4 is specifying a new version of the GTP protocol. CT4 has received an LS from RAN3 (R3-072409) that set the following requirements to the GTPv2 design:

· GTP user plane data unit (G-PDU) across X2 interface should contain PDCP Sequence Numbers. 

· G-PDU across S1-U and X2 interfaces should support End Marker feature. 
CT4 is aware that for the MBMS G-PDU, RAN3 is discussing two alternatives. The alternative, which would require supporting the SYNC protocol, requires, at minimum, a timestamp into the GTP-U header. 
In order to progress GTPv2 work, CT4 needs RAN3 guidance on the specific details for the relevant parameters.

2. Actions:

To RAN3 group.

ACTION: 
CT4 kindly asks the RAN3 group to consider the following:
1. How long is a PDCP Sequence Number, which will be put into GTP-U header?
2. CT4 assumes only one, either UP or DL PDCP Sequence Number will be necessary. Is this a correct understanding?

3. How long will be the SYNC protocol container, which will be put into GTP-U header of the MBMS user plane data?

4. How many parameters will go into the MBMS SYNC container?

5. What will be the precision of the timestamp for the MBMS?
