At CT4#43 meeting we need to decide on the reserved date for meeting in 2009 and Meeting schedule in 2010.
Working group chairs have provided a document in CP-090208requesting the move of plenary dates in 2010. to allow better coordination between the meetings of the working groups. This proposal will also be discussed and finally decided by SA plenary.
SA Plenary
3GPP had 72 Release 8 exceptions at the end of TSGs#42. At TSGs#43, only 7 Release 8 exceptions were granted.  This completion rate is a testament to the hard work, cooperation, and professionalism of 3GPP.  The CR load from Release 8 is expected to continue to be high for the next few meetings.  Only 2 Release 8 exceptions for SA were granted at SA#43.  
The specifications defining the eCall inband codec were completed and a LS sent indicating completion of these key specifications (SP-090202).  An exception was granted to SA4 to finish the conformance specification for eCall (TS 26.269).  

GERAN was given guidance to go ahead and complete the ETWS work within Release 8. 

Release 9 work is progressing well.  The H(e)NB stage 1 specification (TS 22.220) was approved however a more restrictive exception was granted to allow SA1 to further consider requirements for authentication of the H(e)NB owner.  Work on emergency calls over EPS is progressing well.
The Release 9 priorities were further refined.  Within the HNB work, “CSG handling for temporary users” and “VPLMN-autonomous CSG roaming support” were downgraded to low priority items.  RAN coordination aspects were also added to the guidance.  This Release 9 guidance is described in SP-090211.  To further coordination in the area of HNB and new cross-TSG WID was created (SP-090214).  The LS documenting this is in SP-090237.
The Release 9 target dates for the stage 2 freeze (June 2009) and the stage 3 freeze (Dec 2009) were reconfirmed.  WGs need to request exceptions for stage 2 Release 9 work that cannot be completed by June 2009.
Some of the major decisions from SA#43 were (with relevance for CT4): 

· The study on CS over EPS was approved (SP-090095), but the WID to start normative work in this area was not approved. 
· It was agreed to postpone the decision on the SA2 CRs for MBMS improvements for HSPA evolution to SA#44.  RAN3 is asked to evaluate whether there are backwards compatibility issues between the Release 8 and Release 9 architectures.  The LS on this topic is in SP-090232. 

· SA3 was requested to define a Release 9 WID for the work left over from Release 8 on GAA generic push. 

· A response was sent to ATIS WTSC to ensure there is no overlap between 3GPP work and the CMAS over LTE/EPC work (SP-090228). 

· A new specification was created to document EPS (TS 21.201).  It was clarified that CS only specifications are not part of EPS.  The new TS is in SP-090224. 

· A new specification was created to document Common IMS (TS 21.202).  External organizations contributing to Common IMS were informed in SP-090035. 

The 2010 TSG schedule was agreed.  It is in SP-090240.  These dates may cause some inconvenience for plenary delegates, but it was felt more important to preserve flexibility for the WG meetings.  Note that the GERAN dates in this are still provisional.
A 3GPP training course is in the works.  It is open to existing leaders, potential leaders, and delegates.  Further information can be found in SP-090036.  Details are being finalized.
TSG elections were held in CT, RAN, and SA.  GERAN elections are scheduled for the GERAN#42 in April.  The list of new officials can be found at: http://www.3gpp.org/Elections.
