Short Message Auto Reply
Short Message Auto Reply service procedure shall be based on the architecture described in chapter 5. In this case the VAS AS checks that the receiving MS has activated the value-add service of Short Message Auto Reply. The VAS AS shall generate an auto reply short message which contents have been defined in advance and deliver it to the sendingMS.
Short Message Auto Reply is a terminating VAS. The procedure of the short message auto reply corresponds to the general procedure for VAS SMS.
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Figure 7.8-1 Short Message Auto Reply Procedure

1.-3. See general flow. The VAS-AS checks that a receiving MS has activated short message auto reply service and indicates to the SMS-SC there is terminating VAS active.
4. The VAS-AS generates an auto reply short message and stores the original short message for next delivery.
5. The SMS-SC receives a short message which indicating an auto reply message. 
Editor’s Note: SMS-SC needs to detect whether the original short message is an auto reply message, in which case an auto reply message is not generated. How this check is done is FFS.
6.-7. The auto reply short message is delivered to the sending MS. See 3GPP TS 23.040 for details. 
8. The VAS-AS receives a delivery report for auto reply message delivery.
9.-14. The VAS-AS continues to deliver the original short message to the receiving MS. See general flow.
