1. Overall Description: 
CT4 has discussed how the Charging ID shall be communicated to the target SGW in mobility cases with SGW change. Two alternatives have been discussed:
a) The Charging ID is communicated by the MME/S4-SGSN

b) The Charging ID is communicated by the PGW

Based on the assumption that it is the MME/S4-SGSN communicating the charging ID to the target SGW, CT4 has discussed the attached CR which modifies the S3/S10/S16 interface messages so that the Charging ID is also communicated from old to targed MME/S4-SGSN in mobility cases with MME/S4-SGSN change.

But concerns were raised in CT4 about that alternative b) above, which does not have any impacts on S3/S10/S16 is preferable, and aligned with the legacy mechanism used by SGSN and GGSN.

2. Actions:

CT4 kindly asks the SA2 group to state a preference for the Charging ID being communicated by the PGW or by the MME/S4-SGSN in the scenarios described above. An answer before upcoming CT Pleanary (3GPP CT#44, 27th – 29th May 2009) is appreciated.

· In case that SA2 states its preference for the alternative where the MME/S4-SGSN communicates the Charging ID to the target SGW, CT4 kindly asks the CT Plenary group to approve the attached CR, which has already been conditionally approved as by CT4.  
· In case that SA2 states its preference where the P-GW communicates the Charging ID to the target SGW, CT4 kindly asks the CT Plenary group to approve the company CR that is submitted by Ericsson and other source companies.
