CT plenary
Please find below CT4 chairman's summary of CT#47
Release 9 is now marked as frozen and no exceptions were granted by CT plenary. 
There was a discussion at CT plenary on how to reference 3GPP2 specifications. The out come of the discussion was reflected in an LS CP-100244. In these LS CT4 (among other WGs) got the action item:
TSG CT plenary asks CT1, CT3, CT4 and CT6 to update their references to 3GPP2 specifications to indicate specific versions in at least those cases where the published versions of 3GPP2 specifications are available. It was left up to the WGs to decide whether they would need to update their references to interim versions until the formal publication of the target specification.
It should therefore be identified by the WG that where references are updated, the cover sheet of the CR should identify or point to the technical differences (from a 3GPP perspective) as a result of the reference change
Companies are asked to provide contribution to align the references accordingly.

Decisions on documents in the area of  CT4:
All of the CRs send by CT4 are approved by plenary with the following amendments:
The CRs related to wildcarded identity marked as Set 2 were approved by plenary (package CP-100031). 2 of the CRs of the pack were revised due to wrong base version of the TS's (CP-100238, CP-100239).

The set of CR's CP-100041 on Enhancements on EPS subscriber state (one CR out of the set of CRs provided to CT4 has failed email approval which left the set of CR's incomplete) A full set of company contributions were provided to plenary (CP-100235, CP-100203, CP-100236, CP-100206, CP-100217). After discussion these CRs were approved with the remark that CT4 can continue to work on the feature in their next meeting.

Company contribution in CP-100059 on removal of E-UTRAN Round Trip Delay Estimation Info (S102) was approved and the CT4 CP-100060 (C4-100852) was rejected.
In the area of LCS company contribution CP-100175 on 29.230 on the LCS-Capabilities-Sets AVP in SLh interface was approved

No new WIDs in the area of CT4 are approved.

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SA Plenary
Summary of discussions at SA#46 relevant for CT4 
Release 9 discussions:
Most of the outstanding exceptions from Rel 9 were completed.  In December, a total of 61 exceptions were granted.  In March, only 9 were left, below a short overview on the status:

· 3 in GERAN 
Home NB and Home eNB enhancements - GERAN aspects
A-GNSS Performances and Testing Procedures
Voice services over Adaptive Multi-user channels on One Slot

· 1 in RAN 
Positioning Support for LTE

Network-Based Positioning Support in LTE is moved to release 10
· 5 in SA (all in SA5)
User Data Convergence (UDC) - Framework for Model Handling and Management
Subscription Management (SuM) evolution
 SON Self-Optimization management
Automatic Radio Network Configuration Data Preparation
Enhancement of E-UTRAN Performance Measurements
The detailed list is provided in SP-100109.

 

SA agreed with the RAN intention to support both the redirect and SRB handover solutions for CSFB.  RAN should approve the SRB handover CR however the stage 2 CR needs more work before they can be accepted.  

 

SA also agreed with the approval of the RAN CR on e1xCSFB access class barring.  The requirement is in general already covered, but SA1 will check if any additional clarifications are needed.

 
Release 10 discussions:
For Rel 10, 2 Stage 1 exceptions were granted:

· access control for CS Fallback 
· for the UDC data model.  
The stage 2 exception freeze for Rel 10 is September 2010.  
Since Rel 10 is another short release, a stricter policy in granting exceptions was agreed (SP-100114).  This policy will make it very difficult for any stage 2 exceptions to be granted that impact CT, as this will automatically extend the release completion date by 3 months.  It was also clarified that any stage 2 changes that endanger completing the RAN parts of the IMT-Advanced deliverable by Dec 2010 will not be allowed.  This more strict policy will be applied to future releases as well unless problems are found in the implementation.

 

The release 10 prioritization discussion planned for SA#47 was avoided.  SA2 is currently the anticipated bottleneck and SA2 was able to agree on priorities for Rel 10 architecture work. This prioritization can be found in S2-101825.

 

One of the important topics in Rel 10 is MTC (Machine Type Communications).  SA agreed on the focus areas for the 3GPP work in Rel 10 (SP-100224).

 

Two successful SA level workshops with other organizations were held to progress work on supporting fixed broadband access (SP-100121) and IPv4 to IPv6 migration (SP-100119).

 
 
Meeting schedule discussions:

A long debate on the scheduling of future plenaries was finally concluded.  The proposals for single week plenaries or for having 3 plenaries/year were rejected.  Instead a more conservative plan was adopted.  This allows for slightly shifting the timing of the 4 plenaries to optimize for 6 regular working group meetings per year.  This is accomplished by having a short-long-short-long interval between the plenaries.  This agreement can be found in SP-100220.  This new timing will take effect in 2012.  The 2011 plenary dates were not changed and are now agreed.

· Study on Single Radio Video Call Continuity for 3G-CS (SP-100168) 

· Study on S2b Mobility based on GTP (SP-100169)

The following SIDs were updated:

· Study on Integration of device management information with Itf-N (SP-100088) – Make the study less DMS specific and correct the dates

 
Summary from SA Chair:
As Rel 9 ramps down and Rel 10 ramps up, it is important to remember that we are in a marathon and not a sprint.  
Those delegates who thought they would get a rest after Rel 8 completed were disappointed.  
Those delegates who thought they would get a rest after Rel 9 was completed are also being disappointed.  
Rel 10 is 3GPP’s 8th release, so there is a pretty definite pattern here.  
The long plenary scheduling discussions we have had are a symptom of this need for 3GPP to pace itself.  3GPP must be able to sprint at times, but not all the time.  
Reasonable schedules and reasonable delegate work hours should also be a goal in 3GPP, not just maximum productivity.
Ongoing email discussions:

A discussion of several terminology and procedural issues will continue via email:

· CR status categories in CR database
· Use of “It shall be possible” 

· When CR numbers should be allocated 

· Changes to the WID cover sheet

PCG
PCG meeting approved some changes on the working procedures:
· Elections Nomination Deadline

· No change

· Consensus Management by Vice-Chair

· No change

· WG Election Rules (clarification)

WG chair elections are run the same way as TSG chairs, except for

· only two vice chairs

· out of sync with TSG and other WGs

· no partial terms if the incumbent chair resigns mid-term

· parent TSG appoints convenors for new WGs

· term of office starts immediately after election, without TSG or PCG endorsement

· Calculating Quorum

· MCC will count this for us (Q= (Ballot papers – Proxies) / Companies eligible to vote)

· Process for communicating with ITU

Delegates and chairs to take notice!

1. Material intended as part of ITU deliverables must still go the formal route of PCG and the individual members representing 3GPP in ITU

2. Sensitive documents (judged by TSG chair and ITU co-ordinator) must still get PCG endorsement

3. Non-sensitive (that’s most of the technical LSs) documents can be sent directly from the originating group (see item 2 above) to ITU

· Measuring Attendance
