1. Reason for Change
Addition of the Main Concepts for LCLS Connection Control are added to the new Technical Specification for Local Call Local Switch Stage 2.
2. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.284 v0.1.0.

LCLS Connection Control


LCLS Connection Control is required in order to allow the Core Network to indicate to the BSS whether the call can be locally switched within the BSS.  
LCLS Connection Control is explicitly signalled on the A interface during Call Establishment by the originating MSC server and the terminating MSC server to the originating BSS and the terminating BSS respectively.  The terminating MSC utilises the LCLS_CONNECT_CONTROL message when the terminating UE answers the call, e.g. indicates CONNECT.  The originating MSC utilised the LCLS_CONNECT_CONTROL messaged when receiving the ANM and requesting the originating UE to CONNECT.
Within the LCLS_CONNECT CONTROL message, a LCLS-Connection-Status-Control information element shall indicate whether the BSS shall establish local switching, not establish local switching, release an already established locally switched call (e.g. switch the voice date on the user plane to the core network), or bicast for handover or lawful intercept. If both call legs receive an LCLS-CONNECT_CONTROL message and the contents of the LCLS-Connection-Status-Control IE allow and request LCLS to be established, the BSS establishes LCLS. Both tBSS and oBSS shall acknowledge this LCLS-CONNECT_CONTROL message after the status of LCLS is clarified, i.e. after both call leg got the LCLS-CONNECT_CONTROL message and LCLS is through-connected. See clause 6 for related call flows.
The LCLS_CONNECT_CONTROL and the LCLS-Connection-Status-Control IE may also be used during Handover and LCLS Break/(Re)Establishment.  See clauses 6 and 7 respectively.
The format and content of the LCLS_CONNECT_CONTROL and the LCLS-Connection-Status-Control IE are further detailed in subclause 16.3. 
The new IE LCLS-Connection-Status-Control may be included also in the existing messages Handover Request and Internal Handover Command.

The LCLS-Connection-Status-Control IE may be included in Assignment Request for some supplementary services (e.g. Call Waiting) but it is not required in the Assignment Request sent before the Answer since the MSC servers shall request LCLS connection using the new LCLS-CONNECT-CONTROL message at call set-up, as detailed in clause 6.
