1. Overall Description:

CT4 is producing a technical report (TR 29.806) to enhance the P-CSCF restoration procedures when a P-CSCF failure occurs. This study will be followed by a stage 2 update of TS 23.380 “IMS Restoration procedures”.
Some of the solution alternatives described in the technical report will impact specifications under CT1 responsibility as they require the network (MME, SGSN or PGW) to be informed if the UE has the capability to support the Rel-9 PCO based P-CSCF restoration mechanism described in TS 23.380 subclause 5.1 and in TS 24.229.
There are three different proposals to transfer this UE capability:
A) New UE capability transferred over existing NAS procedures from the UE to the MME/SGSN

B) UE capability transferred in a SIP REGISTER

The UE indicates this capability at IMS Registration in a SIP REGISTER, Then this capability is transferred by the S-CSCF to the HSS that forwards it to the MME/SGSN. The impact for CT1 is on SIP.

C) New PCO parameter from the UE to the PGW/GGSN
An additional parameter in the PCO information element transferred from the UE to  the PGW/GGSN indicates  the UE capability to support the Rel-9 PCO based P-CSCF restoration mechanism.

The introduction of the new PCO parameter is needed because the existing PCO related to the list of P-CSCF addresses does not give the information that the UE supports the PCO based P-CSCF restoration as it may only be used for P-CSCF discovery.
