Unavailable User Identity

The Unavailable User Identity shall take the form of either a SIP URI (see IETF RFC 3261 [26]) or a TEL URI (see IETF RFC 3966 [45]).
A SIP URI for an Unavailable User Identity shall take the form "sip:user@domain". The user part shall be the string "unavailable" and the domain part shall be the string "unknown.invalid". The full SIP URI for Unavailable User Identity is thus:

"sip:unavailable@unknown.invalid"

A TEL URI for an Unavailable User Identity shall contains a "phone-context" parameter with the descriptor set to "unknown.invalid" and the asterisk ("#") character used as local number. The full TEL URI for Unavailable User Identity is thus:

tel:"#";phone-context=unknown.invalid"
