	Reason for change:
	1) For implicit subscriptions it is not clear how UDR can retrieve  the UDM callback URI from NRF.

2) TS 29.503, Annex B, describes the subscription / notification process between a stateless UDM and UDR. In Figure B-2 (notification from UDR to UDM), step 8, it is said:

"the Notification request message can contain enough (unchanged) information (e.g. the information that has been created in step 4) allowing the UDM to perform step 10 without the need to additionally retrieve information from the UDR"

This means that the "SubscriptionDataSubscriptions" and "DataChangeNotify" should store and convey enough information, so the UDM does not need to read the "SdmSubscription" object from UDR to perform the notification process towards the subscribed NF (e.g, AMF, SMF…).

UDM-UDR operations shall be also improved to manage ImplicitUnsubscribe, i.e. UDM shall be able to delete explicit subscriptions related to deregistered NF.

3) UDM shall be able to manage filters (dnn, snssai…) received from SMF when subscribing to sm-data in UDR to avoid unnecesary notifications of the whole resource


	
	

	Summary of change:
	- For implicit subscriptions, when the UDR retrieves the notification URI from NRF, clarify that those are stored by the subscribed NF (UDM in this case) per NF service
- UDR shall store and receive original subscription information that UDM needs to properly manage the notification toward the consumer such as AmfNfInstanceId and AmfServiceName. 
- UDM shall additionally store indication about ImplicitUnsubscribe so upon NfDeregistration UDM can request UDR to remove corresponding subscriptions.
- Add "singleNssai" and "dnn" attributes to "SubscriptionDataSubscriptions" data type


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The implementation of explicit subscriptions is incomplete, and cannot work as expected.

5.3.2	Data Change Notification
The POST method shall be used for Data Change Notifications.
-	For explicit subscriptions (i.e., subscriptions created under the "subs-to-notif" collection resource, the URI shall be as provided during the subscription procedure;
-	For implicit subscriptions, the UDR shall use either a locally configured callback URI of the UDM, or the UDR can retrieve from NRF a default notification URI stored by UDM in NRF during the NF registration procedure.
NOTE:	The NRF stores the default notification URI associated to each NF Service. The UDR sends notifications for data changes and data deletion to the default URIs registered by UDM in any of its services. How UDR determines which resources shall be monitored per UDM service is implementation dependent.
The "callback" section of the OpenAPI specification found in Annex A.2 associated to the POST method of the "subs-to-notif" resource shall be used as the notification request for both explicit and implicit subscriptions.
NOTE:	For explicit subscriptions, a stateless UDM/NF provides a URI which identifies a set of UDMs/NFs; a stateful UDM/NF provides a specific URI identifying a node.
