SA2 thanks CT1 for the LS on "Reply LS on NAS cause mapping specification for review"
On the following feedback from CT1, SA2 would like to provide a comment.
	Question 1: When is application error "SNSSAI_NOT_SUPPORTED" indicated from NSSF to AMF during the registration procedure? It is CT1's understanding that even if the application error is received, the AMF does not reject a registration request.

It is CT4 understanding that if Requested SNSSAIs are not allowed and there is no default NSSAI, then the NSSF should reply with a 403 Forbidden HTTP status code with an Application Error to indicate the problem. The AMF may in this case reject the registration request. Accordingly, CT4 has kept the current mapping with adding that no default value is present in this case.


CT1 has not found any stage 2 requirement in Rel-15 that causes the AMF to reject the registration request in this case. Thus, CT1 will not introduce the NAS protocol details related to this case in Rel-15.
SA2 discussed a CR proposal at SA2#132 in S2-1903234 (Rel-15) and S2-1903243 (Rel-16) proposing that:

"At least one Subscribed S-NSSAI shall be marked as a default S-NSSAI."

However, the proposal was not agreed as operators wanted the flexibility to not mark any Subscribed S-NSSAI as default S-NSSAI.

The issue was re-discussed as part of the Rel-16 eNS work on Network Slice-Specific Authentication and Authorization. Again, the similar conclusion was made, and also explicit statements about network rejecting the Registration request and including a list of Rejected S-NSSAIs, each of them with the appropriate rejection cause value.

Therefore, in case the Requested NSSAI only includes S-NSSAIs that are not allowed, and none of the Subscribed S-NSSAIs are marked as default or some is marked as default while not available in the current TA, then the network will reject the Registration request message.
