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1. Overall Description:

CT6 thanks SA3 for their LS regarding UICC presence detection mechanism.

For ME battery optimisation, CT6 has specified UICC presence detection during each of the following: circuit switched call, an active PDP context and IMS session. The mechanism involves polling the card at least every 30 seconds to ensure that the UICC is still present during these activities. 
CT6 believes that the SA3 requirement is valid and that the UICC presence detection can be modified as per the attached t-docs which contain proposed, unapproved changes to CT6 specifications. 
Alternatively, to avoid changes to CT6 specifications, the SA3 requirement could be adapted as follows:

the ME detects that the UICC has been removed when the GBA keys are to be used;
