1 Overview

OMA BCAST would like to thank 3GPP CT6 for the answer to their three liaison statements OMA-LS_190-BCAST_to_3GPP_3GPP2_Authenticate_Response-20070412-A, OMA-LS_0183-BCAST_3GPP_3GPP2_UICC_key_storage-20070315-A and OMA-LS_464-OMA_BCAST_card_capabilities-20070306-A. 

In this answer, 3GPP-CT6 invites OMA BCAST to define specific extensions in their specifications, and agrees to reserve needed values for these OMA BCAST extensions.

OMA BCAST has noted that the specific values will be reserved in the release 8 of TS 31.102.

OMA BCAST confirms in the liaison statement that the 3GPP-CT6 proposal fits their needs and kindly requests 3GPP to reserve the values for OMA BCAST specific needs as described in the Proposal section hereafter. The related change request that was approved by OMA BCAST is also attached to this liaison statement for information.

2 Proposal

1. OMA BCAST kindly requests 3GPP CT6 to reserve the entry Service n°75 for OMA BCAST Security in the USIM Service Table in order for the terminal to discover OMA BCAST key management capability of the card.

2. OMA BCAST has extended the response to the Authenticate command in the MBMS security context in the MTK generation Mode and MSK Update Mode to fit the pay-per-view, purse mode, parental control and location-based-restriction functionalities of BCAST. This extension uses a TLV for OMA BCAST operation response including others TLV defined by OMA BCAST. This TLV for OMA BCAST operation response is defined under the MBMS operation response Data Object TLV (Tag = ‘73’)
OMA BCAST kindly requests 3GPP CT6 to allocate the tag value ‘AE’ for OMA BCAST operation response TLV that could be sent in response to an Authenticate command in MBMS Security Context.

3. OMA BCAST has also defined specific command for the deletion of SEK/PEK  For this new command a new mode of operation for OMA BCAST has been defined in the MBMS security context of the AUTHENTICATE Command. This OMA BCAST operation is defined as a TLV (OMA BCAST Operation TLV) used under the MBMS Data Object TLV (tag = ‘73’) of the MBMS security context. This OMA BCAST Operation TLV includes other TLV defined by OMA BCAST. Among these TLV defined by BCAST one is used for the definition of the OMA BCAST operation mode where the SPE deletion mode is defined.
OMA BCAST kindly requests 3GPP CT6 to allocate the Tag value ‘AE’ for OMA BCAST operation in  MBMS security context of the AUTHENTICATE command.

4. OMA BCAST has also defined a new specific command called OMA BCAST command used in several modes. These modes are defined in the P2 parameter of the command. For the time being one mode is defined : SPE Audit mode for the audit of keys ID and other information linked to that keys and stored in the card. This new OMA BCAST command  uses a new Instruction Code . 

OMA BCAST kindly requests 3GPP CT6 to allocate the INS Code value ‘1B’  for the OMA BCAST Command.

5. For the purpose of OMA BCAST key management, OMA BCAST has also defined a Dedicated File under the ADF_USIM. 
OMA BCAST kindly requests 3GPP CT6 to allocate the identifier value ‘5F80’  for this Dedicated File.

6. OMA BCAST refers 3GPP CT6 to the related change request that was approved by OMA BCAST for information:

OMA BCAST kindly requests 3GPP CT6 to

· Allocate an entry in EFUST (service n°75) for OMA BCAST 

· Allocate the tag ‘AE’ for OMA BCAST operation and OMA BCAST operation response that could be sent respectively in the Authenticate command or in  the response to an Authenticate command in MBMS Security Context

· Allocate the INS code value ‘1B’ for the OMA BCAST Command

· Allocate the identifier value ‘5F80’ for a Dedicated File for OMA BCAST key management.

· Confirm the changes to OMA BCAST

· Communicate to OMA BCAST in which release these will be incorporated
· Send a copy of the respective specification where the changes have been applied.
